What is the MARK Alumni Consulting Program?

The MARK Alumni Consulting Program is a training program for MARK alumni to become consultants who provide professional development consultations to artists in their respective regions throughout New York State. 

Within this new program, NYFA will provide prestige and employment for MARK alumni who have demonstrated leadership and professional development skills. Those selected for the program will receive online resources and a binder of curriculum (April/May 2010). They will then be required to attend a one-day intensive (June 4, 2010, Syracuse, NY) where they will receive formal training in providing individual consultations on critical topics to artists throughout New York state. The following day (June 5, 2010 in Syracuse, NY) during the MARK10 Weekend Retreat, Alumni Consultants will conduct 20-30 minute consultations with MARK10 participants. There will then be an evening wrap-up session in which those selected for the program will share their experiences as a group and receive individual feedback. After the intensive weekend, the newly trained alumni will be prepared to conduct regular consulting sessions hosted by their regional partner organizations. Over the course of the July and August, 2010 MARK alumni Consultants will be in touch with one another and with NYFA on a private Facebook Group and via e-mail. During the month of September, 2010 MARK Alumni Consultants will meet with artists in their respective communities who sign up for one-on-one consultations during an event at the partnering organization. (All Alumni Consultants will conduct consultations at the organization where they originally attended MARK sessions). NYFA will be present at each September consulting event to assist with any Alumni Consultant or partnering organization needs. Alumni Consultants will be paid $150 for their participation in the September event. Payment for subsequent consulting sessions is contingent upon registration and is between partnering locations and Alumni Consultants.

NOTE: The model NYFA has used for their Doctor’s Hours consulting sessions is a three-hour event during which each consultant meets with artists for 20 minutes, however partnering organizations may opt for a slightly different model as fits the needs of their community.

What will MARK Alumni Consulting Program include for its Participants?

· online resources and a binder of curriculum (April/May 2010)

· attendance at a one-day intensive (June 4, 2010, Syracuse, NY) where formal training in providing individual consultations on critical topics to artists throughout New York state will occur

· opportunity to conduct 20-30 minute consultations with MARK10 participants during the MARK10 Weekend Retreat

· Syracuse hotel accommodations June 4-5, 2010

· attendance at the keynote address, networking events, and Saturday panel discussions during the MARK10 Weekend retreat 

· attendance at an evening wrap-up session during the MARK10 Weekend Retreat in which those selected for the program will share their experiences as a group and receive individual feedback

· invitation to a private Facebook Group and access to NYFA staff via e-mal and phone for support

· participation in a September consulting event at the partnering organization where  one originally attended MARK sessions

· $150 stipend for participation in the September event (NOTE: payment for subsequent consulting sessions is contingent upon registration and is between partnering locations and Alumni Consultants)

MARK Alumni (2008 and 2009) who have demonstrated leadership and professional development skills 

· residents of New York State

· availability to participate in all online and binder curriculum, to attend the June 4-5, 2010 Intensive and Saturday MARK Weekend events in Syracuse, NY (hotel accommodations provided) and to conduct one-on-one consultations with participating artists 

· an internet connection (A main component of the program involves using the internet)

· Curriculum begins in early April/May and culminates in a one-day training intensive with selected MARK Alumni in Syracuse, NY on June 4, 2010

· There will be an evening follow-up event on June 5, 2010. 

· Over the course of the July and August, 2010 MARK alumni Consultants will be in touch with one another and with NYFA on a private Facebook Group and via e-mail.

· First Consultation sessions will occur in September 2010 at partnering locations.

6. Bio: 100- 300 word bio that details your artistic career.

7. The names and contact information of three references that can speak to your leadership and professional development skills. Please note your relationship to each reference.

7. SASE: Self addressed and stamped envelope to get your materials back.

Please submit only completed work, no work-in-progress accepted.

· File Size: No larger than 4.0 MB(each image)

· File format: .JPG

· Color scale: RGB

· No composite images (multiple images pasted in one image)

Slides will NOT be accepted

Video / Performance / Other: 

Please submit up to 2 work samples on one DVD and/or up to 2 digital images on a CD.

· Label the DVD and its case with your name, title of work, date of completion, total running time.

· Do not submit trailers or promotional pieces.

· Digital images should be used only to demonstration installation or configuration of a space. Do not include video stills. Please follow the above instructions for digital images.
